Holly Barham is working on training materials; Laura McDuffee will discuss reporting shortly; Rob Tripp is working on updating the website so that it will be an improved version of the CHIN home page.

AHAR Update

AHAR information for CoCs is posted on the Self Service Center to show bed coverage.  There is a file that walks users through submitting data for the AHAR.  As long as data is being updated and cleaned up, it should be fine.  The Sandbox is being strongly recommended for use of updating data.  It helps to show errors.  At the end of September we’ll run those shells again and you’ll have from October 1 through mid-December to clean up data.  Forsyth, Guildford, and Northwest have downloaded the AHAR data.  

Tim West:  xml files are very nice to be able to upload.  Will we get notification of timing for what needs to be done?
Laura McDuffee:  We have AHAR FAQ posted.  Those who register to submit AHAR should be contacted by AHAR representative.  CHIN doesn’t actually submit the AHAR, be we check HMIS.info regularly for updates.
Lanea:  Could we have a visual to help explain it?

Laura McDuffee:  We had some explanations at the last Advisory Meeting.
Tim West:  Rob Tripp’s email from September 8, was very helpful as was visiting the websites to learn about HPRP.  Taking the time to sit down and read all the material was hard, but made it easier to understand.
AHAR is done at CoC level, and not agency level.  It doesn’t require additional data entry.  CHIN only proves the tools for AHAR.

CHIN will schedule additional AHAR assistance walk thru.
Hunter Thompson was at a presentation and was told that AHAR will have even more emphasis on future NOFA applications and scoring.  Keeping data as pristine as possible will help NOFA scoring.
Regional Committees of the BoS need to keep their data clean so that the Balance of State can submit their data.
HPRP Update

Denise Neunaber:  the State has issued provisional awards for their money.  They’re having one-on-one meetings this week and once these are over the grantee list will  be published
Late October will be HPRP trainings.  Originally, there were going to be wrap-around trainings, but the State is re-considering how to handle both agency and HMIS trainings.  HPRP grantees:  quarterly performance report does not have to match up to the APR.  There is more flexibility in reporting than originally thought.

What will be the connection between APR, HMIS, and eSnaps.  HUD has had to push everything back because they’re having trouble with eSnaps.  HUD has said that applications will be more computerized and the renewal process should be easier.
