Review/Approve Oct 2009 Minutes

Everyone took a few minutes to the review minutes from October meeting.  Nancy Massey had a concern on page 3 of the minutes—are we saying that folks aren’t supposed to contact CHIN directly.  Hunter Thompson explained that individuals are expected to contact us directly, and we encourage it; however, CoCs need to be aware of support issues are CoC-wide.  The goal is to enhance the channels of communication to create a more holistic support environment within the CoC.  Andrea Kurtz added that the CoC HUD grant is so dependent on HMIS scores, that it’s good that the entire CoC know what’s going on.  

Karen Bridges asked what the ART license is.   Andrea Kurtz explained it’s the license so that you can run reports, the Advanced Reporting Tool.

Angela Dreher made the motion made to accept minutes.  Karen Bridges made the second.  There was no discussion and the minutes passed unanimously.  
Network Updates







Operations Committee

Operations met and discussed whether certain programs need to be listed on the Exhibit 1.  We submitted this question to HUD and received the response that programs who are on HIC and participate in CHIN should be on the Ex 1.  

Folks on Exhibit 1 also need to enter an Entry/Exit for each client.
Kristi Case:  They need training on ShelterPoint.
Angela Dreher:  Several agencies that provide shelter to homeless women with drug addiction are on the HIC, but don’t participate in CHIN.  Do they need to enter Entry/Exits?  Sonia Ensenat explained that if they aren’t participating in CHIN, they don’t need to enter an Entry/Exit.  She clarified that the Exhibit 1 we’re discussing is a small chart that only pulls number from the HMIS.  Laura McDuffee added that if they’re on your HIC in an ideal world they would enter data into HMIS.  The NOFA application includes a section in which a CoC reports on its HMIS bed coverage (or, how many of the beds in the HIC are also entering data into the HMIS) – HUD encourages CoCs to have this bed coverage as high as possible.
There will be an Employment Question on the program entry and exit screens in case agencies want to capture data regarding employment status upon entry and exit from the program.  Discussion:  There is a specific income sub-assessment that can be used in the APR, but this question covers employment such as “Are they not employed, but wanting to be employed,” etc.

AHAR Update

We’ve had to go to Bowman again and ask them to update their site for automatic upload to the site.  We can run it and it can be input manually.  AHAR 5 can be submitted.  Reminder:  AHAR 5, the reporting phase is underway, but for AHAR 6, the data collection is underway.  The data you’re collecting now is what’ we’ll be reported.  All CoCs can participate in AHAR 6.  The Bed Utlization Tool is just a way for agencies/CoCs to looks at their bed inventory.  It is not submitted to anyone and is just an excel document—any data within that document can be typed over.  AHAR is only for emergency and transitional housing.  The Bed Utilization Tool does include permanent supportive housing, but that doesn’t have to be included in AHAR.   www.ahar.hmis.info site can be used for technical support, the sandbox, submitting live data. The key data for AHAR is the bed utilization rate, which can be found on every Data Quality report CHIN provides.  
HPRP Update

Holly Barham:  We’ve had the following HPRP trainings:  State trainings in Rocky Mount and Lexington.  We’ve had an Entitlement training in Lexington, and there will be another one this coming Friday.  The state will host another State training Nov 19 – 20 in Lexington—the 19th will be program information and the 20th will have HMIS information.  Register through www.ncceh.org.  So far 150-160 folks have been trained for HPRP.  The training manual and intake form are on the website. 
Laura McDuffee:  HPRP Reports Library is almost complete.  We have a Quarterly Performance Report, Financial Report, HPRP Data Quality Reports for HPRP programs to check that clients have all the appropriate information to be included in the HPRP report.  HPRP clients need to have a program entry and service recorded to be included in the report.  Also, a service report has been built for HPRP.  We’re working to get all these reports available in the next week or two, and these will be available on our Self Service Center.
