Met last week and discussed 2 things:  we upgraded to the software and there is a new system administration setting allows a service of “basic needs” to be automatically recorded if user forgets to select a service type.  If set to “yes”, “basic needs” service is recorded if no service is selected.  If set to “no” & no service is selected, user is prompted  to record service.  No other settings possible, just “yes” or “no”.  Only affects the Multiple Services (MS) screen.  Prompt does not occur if # of services = 0 (current setup for agencies).  Will not be a problem for the MS screen at the bottom of Shelterpoint check-in screen b/c # of service is set to 0 there (until user selects a program). Decided to  set to “yes” for “1HPRP” and to “no” for all other agencies.  

Current options for race include the HUD options (American Indian or Alaska Native, Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander, Asian, Black or African American, White), along with two non-HUD options: “other” and “other multi-racial”.  There are also options of “don’t know” and “refused”.   Decided to remove “other” option from race drop-down menu to avoid “missing data” on AHAR.  

By next meeting we should know more about the new APR.  HUD hasn’t released any details, yet.
