AHAR Update


CHIN has posted the Inventory eHIC versus HMIS Check and an AHAR Monitoring Guide.  No CoCs have confirmed/corrected their inventory at this point so CHIN is unable to run the midyear AHAR for a CoC.  There are a couple of agencies that CHIN is working with to straighten out the inventory.

Hunter asked about responsibility for confirming inventory – how much is on CoC and how much is on CHIN.  Laura-CoC responsibility but CHIN can remind Advisory Com that they need to confirm and let CHIN know.  


Amy-is there a way to communicate this to all of the CoC members.  Hunter-each CoC should have an HMIS Committee that should be reviewing and sharing this info with their members.  David-we, as CoC representatives, still need to work to make sure our agencies understand the importance and work involved in improving HMIS participation and data quality.
