The meeting was called to order by Neunaber at 2:06pm.  The motion [by Oldham, seconded by Kidd] to approve the May 8th minutes passed unanimously.

Reports:  Network Status/Operations
CHIN staff reported that the system has been up and functioning since May 4.  There have been a few complaints about speed.  Bowman has been responsive and corrected a configuration issue.  The majority of speed issues are the result of local computer or internet service issues.

CHIN staff are working with Bowman to merge the duplicate files in the PIN system.  There may be up to 24hours of system down time for that project.  CHIN staff will notify the Steering Committee and users in advance.

CHIN staff has built reports for Greensboro Urban Ministry to download a copy of the records that they entered and will be deleted from the system.  Those reports will take the place of an additional project from Bowman.

As part of the transition from PIN to CHIN, all users will be assigned to Case Manager status.  The restructuring of PIN data should reduce the need for agency system administration.

Membership
Membership has continued to fluctuate as agencies join CHIN.  Currently, there are about 54 trained agencies with the capability to enter data.  Another 45 or so are in the process of joining.  CHIN staff have identified another 50 agencies that may join CHIN within the next year.
Policy
CHIN staff reviewed the Client File Visibility document and the modification of the CHIN Sharing Exceptions or CHIN Block form.  The Policy Committee will meet in July to review both documents in detail and provide recommendations to the Steering Committee.
Training/Refresher Training
CHIN staff have set up several refresher trainings around the state for agencies and users that have been trained but need a review or an opportunity to ask questions.
